From the Direction of M.E.T., Murcia Tennis School at the Real Sociedad Club de Campo de 
Murcia, we seek to improve their level of play, their competitiveness and teach them to know 
how to win, as well as how to manage defeat. We mainly want to instill the values of effort, 
cooperation and respect. We want them to enjoy the recreational aspect of the sport and to 
be able to do so throughout their lives, beyond their time at the Tennis Academy. 

One of our main objectives is to make our students feel that they are an important part of our 
Club, that they experience it from all its aspects, that they interrelate with other students, that 
they enjoy themselves and have fun. 
 

For all levels, we have designed programs of up to 3 and 4 days per week, with the possibility 
of combining the days as desired in the general and superior categories, regardless of the 
days selected. The days of the classes will be defined at the time of registration at the choice 
of the students. 
 
The ages indicated are indicative and will be the monitors, in coordination with the Direction of the 
School of Tennis, which will propose the passage of level to students. 
The Management of the Tennis School reserves the right to change or modify TIMETABLE, dates and 
training venues published, according to needs. 
 

GENERAL: Pre-tennis and Mini-tennis (3 to 5 years old). Sessions of 1 hour.  

Up to 6 students with 1 instructor and up to 12 students with 2 instructors per court. 

- Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays from 5:30 pm to 6:30 pm. 

- Saturdays from 12:00 h. to 13:00 h. 

From these 6 possibilities you can choose the days on which you wish to receive classes. 



 
.  Pre-tennis: stage of familiarization with tennis is important 
because it is where children get the taste for this sport. It focuses 
on the development of general psychomotor skills, getting to know 
the elements of tennis (racket, ball, net and court), the stimulation 
of hand-eye coordination and adaptation to a new environment 
(group dynamics, monitors and club). 

. Mini-tennis: stage of improvement of general and specific psychomotor skills, familiarization 
of basic technique from a global approach and initiation to the game of tennis. 

SUPERIOR: Initiation and Improvement (6 to 8 years old). Sessions of 1 hour. Up to 8 students 
with 1 instructor and up to 12 students with 2 instructors per court. 
- Mondays and Wednesdays from 17:30 h. to 6:30 pm. 
- Mondays and Wednesdays from 6:30 pm to 7:30 pm. 
- Tuesdays and Thursdays from 5:30 pm to 6:30 pm. 
- Fridays from 17:30 h. to 18:30 h. and Saturdays from 12:00 pm to 1:00 pm. 

 

Fridays and Saturdays can be chosen together or just one day. 

Fridays or Saturdays can also be combined as a third day of class if you are already enrolled for 2 days 
at this level. 

.  Initiation: stage of basic technical and tactical introduction to the game of tennis. 

.  Improvement: stage of technical and tactical improvement, as well as introduction to the rules of 
tennis through regulated games. 

SUPERIOR SELECTIVE: Improvement (6 to 8 years old). Sessions of 1 hour. Up to 6 students 
with 1 instructor per court. 
- Tuesdays, Thursdays and Fridays from 6:30 pm to 7:30 pm. 
Only for students selected by the direction of the Tennis School. 
 
BASIC SPECIAL: Initiation and Improvement (8 to 14 years old). Sessions of 1.5 hours. 
Up to 8 students with 1 instructor and up to 10 students with 2 instructors per court. 
 

- (8 to 10 years old* Ages approximate).  
- - Mondays and Wednesdays from 5:30 pm to 7:00 pm. 
- - Tuesday and Thursday from 5:30 pm to 7:00 pm. 
- - Fridays from 5:30 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. and Saturdays from 5:30 a.m. to 12:00 pm. 

 

From these 3 possibilities you can choose the day you wish to receive classes. 

Fridays and Saturdays can be chosen together or just one day. 

Fridays or Saturdays can also be combined as a third day of class if you are already enrolled for 2 days 
at this level.

.  Initiation: stage of basic technical and tactical introduction to the game of tennis. Also for children 
who start playing tennis at this age.  
.  Improvement: stage of technical and tactical improvement, as well as introduction to the rules of 
tennis through regulated games. 
 

SPECIAL ADVANCED: (8 TO 18 YEARS).  
1.5 hour sessions. 

Up to 8 students with 1 monitor per court. 

.  Advanced level: stage of technical and tactical evolution and first competitions. 
 

- Benjamin-Alevin stage (up to 12 years old) * Indicative ages.

- - Tuesday and Thursday from 5:30 pm to 7:00 pm.

From these 3 possibilities you choose the one you wish to receive 
classes in (minimum 2 days per week). 
 

Cadet-junior stage (+ 14 years) MALE GROUP * Indicative ages. 

 

Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays from 7:30 pm to 9:00 pm; and Saturdays from 
10:30 am to 12:00 pm.  

From among these 4 possibilities you choose the ones you wish to receive classes (minimum 2 days 
per week). 
 

ADULTS: 3 levels: initiation, improvement and advanced. Sessions of 1 hour. 
 

.  Initiation: stage of basic technical and tactical introduction to the game of tennis. 

.  Improvement: stage of technical and tactical improvement. 

.  Advanced: stage of technical and tactical evolution. 

- Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays from 8:30 pm to 9:30 pm 

From these 4 days you choose the days you wish to receive classes (1 or 2 days per week). 
 

Lessons outside the above mentioned school timetable will always be individual or 
two-pupil private lessons and upon payment of the registration fee. 
Students with receipts returned and/or pending payment of the previous course or 
courses may not be enrolled in the tennis school until they are up to date with the 
payment of the outstanding fees.

https://murciaescueladetenis.com. The registration fee for all children of the Tennis School, 
both new and old, will be 50 €. 
The registration fee will be 30 € for students who start their classes from March or April, and 
students who start their classes at the Tennis School in May, June or July will be exempt 
from payment. 
 

Non-members of the Real Sociedad Club de Campo de Murcia will only be admitted in case of available 
places and the monthly fee will be increased by 25% over the prices established for members:

- For adults and children, all levels. Sessions of between 1 and 2 hours. The Tennis School 
will put the students in contact with the technicians who will directly manage these classes. 

-  
- Mornings: Monday to Friday until 4:00 pm, Saturday mornings until 10:30 am, and 

Sundays all day. 

- - Afternoons: Monday to Thursday from 9:00 pm, Friday from 8:30 pm, Saturday from 1:00 pm, 
and Sunday all day. 

- Consult the possibilities and prices of private and semi-private classes for non-members. 

On the training fees published in this brochure, discounts will be applied to families who 
enroll two or more children in the School or in the Tennis Academy. The second child will 
enjoy a 10% discount and from the third child onwards a 20% discount. Discounts will be 
only for students who are enrolled at least two days a week. 
 

In all cases, the groups are made according to criteria of age, technical level, motivation of 
the students, and even in groups of lower level, by friendship between students. Any 
change of group will be previously informed to the parents of the affected students. In any 
case, the final structure of the groups will not be finalized before September 15th. As the 
evolution of each student is different, changes may be proposed at a later date during the 
course. 



 

New students interested in joining the Tennis Academy, may take 

a maximum of one trial class, to see if they like it and want to 

continue in the school, if so, the first day of the test will be taken 

as the first day of the start. 

On rainy days, the Tennis Academy management will communicate through the Notrick 
application when it is certain that classes cannot be held. When it is not absolutely certain that 
they will be cancelled, it will not be communicated. 
 

Occasionally and occasionally, due to rain, sporting events held at the club or the Tennis 
Academy, or by decisions of the Club's Board of Directors; the usual structure of the school could 
be altered, limiting the use of the number of courts available and, inevitably, increasing the ratio of 
students per court and technician. 
 

-  

- - The cancellation must be notified via e-mail to info@murciaescueladetenis.com, or by 
WhatsApp to 670378750, at least 5 days before the beginning of the month in which the 
student will not attend class. 

- - In case of non-payment, the reinstatement to the Tennis Academy will always be 
associated with the payment of a new registration fee and there is no guarantee that the 
place has not already been occupied by another student. 

- - The possible cancellation with the month started, will not oblige in any case the Tennis 
Academy to any kind of economic consideration.  

- - Forced cancellation: non-payment of bills, improper use of the facilities, and disrespect 
towards other students and / or staff of the School will be cause for forced cancellation.

- - Parents of students who are not members of the club must identify themselves at the 

entrance of the facility, where there will be a list with the name and shift of the 
corresponding student and may not remain in the Club longer than necessary to receive 
their tennis lessons. 

-  
- It is optional, but from the tennis school is recommended, interested students can process it 
from the administration office of the Club.
